Eng’ish

Our text type focus this term is description leading
to narrative writing. We will continue to implement
our whole school Jolly Phonics approach in relation
to learning in phonics, grammar and spelling. We
are currently testing students on their independent
reading so that we can establish accurate levels to
be sent home later this term. Your child’s reading
level will be a reflection of both the words that
they can recognize (decode) as well as how they
understand (comprehend) those words within a
context. In class time we will begin to read and
record our Premier's Reading Challenge books.
Oral language (interacting skills) will be implement-
ed across all classes on a regular basis. Individual
class teachers will send home further information as
fo how this will work in your child’s class.

Our focus will be in Physical Sciences. The students
will pose questions and make predications regard-
ing push and pull forces. They will record their
learning through observations and extend their un-
derstanding through questioning.

This year we will continue to develop students’
skills in Mathematical Understanding, Fluency,
Problem Solving and Reasoning. These proficien-
cies are developed through three content strands
Number and Algebra, Measurement and Geom-
etry, and Statistics and Probability. In term 1 we
will focus on Number by firstly revising previous
years learning around the history of mathematics,
patterning and the Base Ten counting system. We
will be exploring various calculating, counting
and mental strategies to help solve real life situa-
fions.

In Term 1 the students will explore familiar and un-
familiar places by locating information from
sources provided.

Techno’ogies

Digital fechnologies will be integrated across alll
learning areas of the curriculum to enhance stu-
dent learning.
